3 ASSEMBLY AND COMMISSIONING

Before beginning the work with the CS 352 B, you have to assemble some patrts.

3.1 Assembly

Secure the operator’s handle in a comfortable user position by using the locking nut.

3.2 Tool assembly

Only use NORTON blades with the CS 352 B.

A blade with a maximum diameter of 350 mm can be fitted in the CS 352 B.

All tools used must be selected with regard to their maximum permitted cutting speed for the
machine’s maximum permitted rotation speed.

Before mounting a new blade, switch the machine off.

To mount a new blade, follow these steps:

e Turn the wheel until the cutting head is in the raised position.

e Disconnect the water tank.

e Loosen the side screw and remove the blade guard.

e Loosen the hexagonal nut on the blade shaft, which holds the removable outer flange.

¢ Remove the outer flange.

e Clean the flanges and blade shaft and inspect for wear.

¢ Mount the blade on the shaft ensuring that direction of rotation is correct. Wrong direction of
rotation blunts the blade quickly.

e Replace outer blade flange.

e Tighten hexagonal nut with spanner supplied for this purpose.

¢ Remount the blade guard.

The blade bore must correspond exactly to the blade shaft. Cracked or damaged bore is
dangerous for the operator and for the machine.

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3.4 Battery fixation and starting the machine

e Switch on the battery by pressing the Power button (1) (the switch must be in the OFF
position) the 3 LEDs will lit.

e Wait until the green LED on the control panel is the only one lit

e Put the switch to ON to start the motor and the rotation of the blade (2)

NOTE: When removing the battery, remember to replace the plastic cover on the motor plug to
keep it clean.

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3.5 Charging the battery

This machine works with a battery, so you have to think about
charging it.

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4 OPERATING THE CS 352 B

4.1 Site of work

Before you start working, please check the following points:

e Remove from the site anything, which might hinder the working procedure.

o Make sure the site is sufficiently well lit.

¢ Make sure you have a continual adequate view of the working area so you can intervene in
the working process at any time.

o Keep other staff out of the area, so you can work securely.

4.2 Cutting method
In this section, you can find instructions to make a straight cut at the desired depth.

4.2.1 Preparing your cut

Before starting the machine,

o Draw a line on the floor over the cutting length.

o Make sur the battery is charged.

e Make sure you have mounted the correct blade as recommended by the manufacturer
depending on the material to be worked, the working procedure (dry or wet cut) to be carried
out, and the efficiency required.

o Make sure that the flanges securely hold the diamond blade.

¢ Make sure that the blade is not touching the floor before starting.

e Bring the handle in a comfortable position.

o Roll the machine until the blade is over the line.

e Lower the guide-a-cut so it touches the line.

4.2.2 Cutting the floor

You can now start the engine. To make your cut,
e Turn on the water tap according to the type of blade used and the cut required:
o Water cutting: a sufficient amount of water should be used continuously throughout
the cutting process to cool the disc properly.
o Dry cutting: if possible, a small amount of water should be used to limit the creation of
dust.
e Turn the depth hand wheel until the blade slightly touches the floor.
e To lower blade into the cut, turn hand wheel anti-clockwise. Each turn of the hand wheel will
raise or lower the blade by 7.5mm.
e Push the machine forward with steady and gentle pressure and follow the line with the pointer.
The feed speed must be adjusted depending on the material being cut, and depth of cut.
o At the finish of the cut, raise the blade out of the cut by turning the hand wheel clockwise,
shut-off the water and switch off the engine.

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5 TRANSPORT AND STORING

Take the following measures in order to transport and store the CS 352 B securely.

5.1 Securing for transport

Before transporting the machine:

e Remove the blade.

o Empty the water tank.

e Lower the handle in its fixing tube and secure it using the locking nut.
¢ Raise the guide-a-cut in its upright position.

¢ Raise the cutting head to its highest position using the hand wheel.

5.2 Transport procedure

The machine can be moved on a flat surface using its wheels. Only use the lifting hook on the
water tank support to suspend the machine. The use of any other device (especially the handle)
to suspend the machine is absolutely forbidden.

5.3 Long period of inactivity

If the machine is not going to be used for a long period, please take the following measures:
o Completely clean the machine.

e Loosen the drive belts.

e Grease the threaded shaft.

o Empty the water system.

e Disconnect the battery from the motor

e Ideally store the battery half-charged

The storage site must be clean, dry and at a constant temperature.
